D E S C R I P T I O N 
 

The need for towns and councils to guarantee cleanliness and hygiene for their 

populations, as well as to respect the environment, has led to the introduction of 

buried containers for solid municipal waste. Unlike standard rubbish bins, they offer 

greater capacity and increased cleanliness and comfort for local people, making 

local communities more liveable and rationalising spaces and collection rounds. 

 

Unfortunately, the use of bags for collecting refuse is no guarantee of 

cleanliness or hygiene, as the great limitation in this solution is the emission of foul 

water and leachate depositing onto the doors located at the bottom of the container, 

then leaking into the underground outer casing. 

 

When these deposits ferment they become dangerous for both health and 

environment, causing a potential build-up of bacteria and unpleasant odours. In 

response to this risk, we came up with the Clean E Matic. 

 

This piece of equipment automatically washes buried solid municipal waste 

containers and their underground outer casing. The structure is designed to be 

positioned and coupled onto a truck equipped with a crane and rolloff device. 

 

The main feature of this invention is the ability to lift, position and fully insert 

any type, brand or size of buried container for solid municipal waste within the 

equipment and then carry-out a fully-automated, thorough cleaning, washing and 

disinfection procedure both inside and outside the buried outer casing, using water 

heated to 90° and 200-bar pressure, with added disinfectants and effective good 

microorganisms. 

 

All waste water, sewage and waste are absorbed by an aggregate and 

channelled into a suitable cistern where solids and liquids are separated, to be 

eliminated in an environmentally sound way.
